If the ferret has not had vaccinations at the vet, it must get two distemper vaccinations. Three-four years is when a ferret starts having medical issues like adrenal disease and insulinoma (costs $40-$250). It’s harder to adopt out four year old ferrets. It takes an average of six months at a cost of $5 per week. Costs of taking in a four year old ferret: two distemper vaccinations $20; treatment for fleas, ear mites & worms $10; care for & feed for six months $130. If the ferret has to be seen by vet for anything, minimum cost is $40. Cost for care of one four year old ferret for six months, not including treatment for medical issues or vet care $160.
A donation toward the care of the ferret is needed. The rescue has had twice as many surrenders as normal this year and there are no funds left for more ferrets. The rescue receives no government funding and needs donations to stay open. All donations are tax deductible.
